FINAL YEAR PROJECT/RESEARCH

The Impact of Firm Size, Asset Structure and Risk on Capital Structure Decisions of Insurance Sector in Pakistan: The purpose of the study is to analyze insurance company’s specific factors that affect capital structure and how insurance companies can obtain an optimal capital structure in order to mitigate risk.

The Effect of Covid-19 on Insurance Sector of Pakistan: The main objective of the study was to see the impact of Covid-19 on insurance sector of Pakistan using Profits, Claims, Premiums and Asset Structure as variables. The results showed significant, financial impact with earnings falling by 16.6 percent Total premiums fall by 17.01 percent, while claims have risen by 38.4 percent.

The Effect of Cash Flow, Firm Size and Asset Structure on Capital Structure: The purpose of the study was to analyze firm specific factors that affect capital structure of companies listed on Pakistan stock exchange. The results obtained in this thesis showed that cash flow and asset structure (fixed asset) have an insignificant effect but a for positive relation to financial structure (debt ratio) whereas size of firm has a significant effect but a negative relation to the financial structure (capital structure) of corporations registered on Stock Exchange Pakistan.
